Corner �������� Each month we will take the opportunity to 

take a closer look at a particular type of 
cancer, providing the latest information and 
resources available through the American 
Cancer Society. This month we are 
featuring Colorectal Cancer. 
 
The latest estimates are that in 2008, 
about 148,810 people will have been 
diagnosed with colorectal cancer and 
about 49,960 people will have died of the 
disease. The great majority of these 
cancers and deaths could be prevented 
by applying existing knowledge about 
cancer prevention, such as maintaining a 
healthy weight, limiting consumption of 
red and processed meat and alcohol, 
exercising, and not using tobacco, and 
by increasing access to and use of 
established screening tests.  
 
Colorectal Cancer Facts & Figures 2008-
2010 provides a concise summary of 
statistics specific to colorectal cancer, 
the third most commonly diagnosed 
cancer and third leading cause of 
cancer death in both men and women 
in the United States . This report 
provides colorectal cancer incidence and 
mortality rates by race/ethnicity and 
state, information on both modifiable and 
non-modifiable factors that can increase 
or decrease risk of disease, detailed 
information on the testing options 
currently recommended to screen for 
colorectal cancer (including the benefits 
and limitations of each), current 
screening rates by state and for diverse 
populations, and stage-specific treatment 
information for both colon and rectal 
cancer.
