Oregon Pythian Continuing Education Fund Takes Brea ther 

Grand Secretary Mike’s Words 
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The Glencoe Lodge hall was built in 1914, fourteen 
years before there were any building codes in the 
North Plains area. 

Last September a driverless truck backed into the 
hardware store that oc-
cupies the ground floor 
of the Lodge. Although 
the owner of the truck 
had insurance, after over 
two months it became 
clear that his insurance 

company would only pay to replace the doors & win-
dows to the pre-loss condition but Washington County 
would not allow the repairs as they would not meet 
current building code. 

Our Lodge Chancellor Commander, Russ Sheldon, 
works for a company that manufactures emergency 
vehicles. After conversations with some of his custom-
ers and hearing tales of people and organizations hav-
ing to pay thousands out of their own pockets to up-
grade their building to current codes after an accident 
or loss Russ recommended the lodge add “Law & Or-
dinance” coverage. A normal policy without this cover-
age will only pay to repair damage and does not pay 

for any code-required upgrades. “L & O” coverage 
pays for required upgrades associated with making 
covered repairs. 

Five weeks before 
the accident, or 
about 0.1% of the 
age of the build-
ing, we voted to 
add this cover-
age. This decision 
turned out to be 
very fortuitous. 

The only way to meet current code was to replace the 
entire storefront with aluminum framework and insu-
lated “High E” glass. The cost for this upgrade was 
about $10,000 more than the estimates to just repair 
the damage. Without L & O coverage the Lodge would 
have had to pay the extra cost to bring the storefront 
up to code. 

Anyone who owns an older building that does not 
meet current building codes, energy conservation re-
quirements or ADA access requirements should con-
