But for a single day each summer, Gaston becomes a
destination for automobile aficionados of all stripes. Now
in its 10th year, the Wapato Showdown is regarded by
organizers as a tremendous success. Initially, however,
they dismissed the concept as ludicrous.

“The first year, when some of the guys came along
with the idea to do a car show, nobody thought people
would bring their cars to Gaston,” said Chris Anderson, a
member of the Knights of Pythias, who organize the
event.

“People thought they were nuts,” added fellow Knight
Don Allen.

Luckily, the Knights of Pythias had an expert among
them: Harold Gabriel — a lifelong automobile fanatic who
had been building, restoring and showing hot rods for
years — convinced them the plan was workable.

“Gabe,” as he was commonly called, was able to steer
the group in the right direction during the Wapato
Showdown’s early years. In that time, the rest of the
Knights gleaned enough knowledge to carry on the
tradition after his untimely death from a heart attack in
2000.

“He knew what the car people liked,” said Ed Yates, a
member of the Knights. “He taught us what to do.”

Gabe coached them about the basic ingredients that
attract car show participants, such as ample room to
show off their cars and plenty of grass to help mitigate the
summer heat. But he also incorporated a couple of
elements that are counterintuitive to conventional car
show know-how.

Unlike similar events, the Wapato Showdown doesn'’t
divide cars into categories, and doesn't rely on judges or
elections to determine who gets a trophy. Instead, each of
the show's 100 sponsors — a designation acquired for
$100 - picks a winner.

No politics

“We have no classes and no voting,” said Yates. “The
sponsors pick the cars they like, so there’s no politics
involved.”

The Knights say they decided to depart from the
orthodox system because personal alliances and
animosities can undermine the impartiality of the contest.
At their show, such intrigues don’t exist — champions are
chosen entirely based on the subjective standards of the
sponsors.

“It's not just hot rods and classics. If you have a brand-
new Corvette off the line, you can come in and show it
off,” said Yates, adding that jalopies and works-in-
progress are welcome, providing they can still drive onto
the field.

“It doesn’t need to be a perfect car,” he said.

Despite the show's avant-garde attitude, organizers
say car fans have embraced the Wapato Showdown. So
far, only a handful of participants have complained about
the trophy-picking method, open admission and lack of
classes.

Meanwhile, the show has swelled to more than twice
its original size, from 150 vehicles in 1997 to 350 in 2005.
The number of spectators, for whom admission is free,
has also noticeably increased, the Knights say.

Knights’ numbers swell

The fact that the Wapato Showdown has earned such
unlikely popularity echoes the larger story of the Gaston
chapter of the Knights of Pythias.

Fifteen years ago, the organization’s membership had
dwindled to one person. Now, it has about 45 members —

George Richard Seymour,
104, a longtime Pythian and
resident of Forest Grove
community, died Friday
morning, July 21, 2006 at his
home.

educated there. During his
long lifetime George worked

in many types of jobs and
was married several times.
George’s first wife Beatrice
was also a Pythian. They
were married 54 years. After Beatrice passed away,
George remarried more than once. George’s third wife
Dorothy was a member of Phoenicia Temple. At the time
of his passing, George had been married to Brenda for
several years.

What do you say about George? It would take another
104 years to fully describe his life. All who knew him
have now lost the best friend and finest person they may
ever know. He was also one of the most interesting men
| ever met. Once | told him that anyone born in North or
South Dakota had to be tough and that coming from
Deadwood it was no surprise he was over 100.

He said he watched his father fall from the Oregon
Electric Train as it lurched at the station and then
crushed him. George was only 9 at the time. As the
“man” of the house, he went to work early, and took most
any job available. He worked the oil fields of Central and
South America, high up in the construction of the
buildings of the 1930 World's Fair in Chicago, and
surveyed all over Alaska and Oregon. While in Chicago,
he said he knew Al Capone, lived above one of his
speakeasy’s, and even ran one for awhile. “One day he
stepped off a curb and a bullet went through his coat just
missing his shoulder!” “If | was taller or had not stepped
down, I'd been shot!” said George.

He also told me he was at Fort Lewis in uniform, waiting
to go to France when World War | ended. One of
George’s last jobs was as an electrician. He always

growled because they made him retire at 65 when he
said he could have worked another 20 to 25 years.
Another construction job was building the Masonic Grand
Lodge of Oregon here in Forest Grove. He had a sharp
mind and a good memory.

During his boxing career in San Francisco, he was asked
to move up a weight class and replace a “no show.”
Remember this was bare knuckle. “That was not such a
good idea” he concluded! He remembered all sorts of
jokes and could recite many things from memory. Loved
to travel, go on cruises, play cards and be with people.
He could recall people, places and events farther back
and more clearly than anyone | have ever met.

| became acquainted with George when | was a kid
about 20 years old and he was about 67, which was an
old man to me. Now | am an old man and George never
seemed to change. Even at 100 he could climb stairs
better and faster. Nor would you want to take a poke at
him for he still had his boxer’s reflexes!

A longtime member of the Masonic Lodge and the
Knights of Pythias, he was always active. He enjoyed
hunting, fishing, walking, traveling and going on his
favorite Masonic outing to the Malheur Caves. Another
pleasure was gambling, especially at his favorite casino
“Pucker Brush.”

George and his first wife of 54 years Beatrice had two
children, Richard Seymour and Ann Lindgren along with
several grandchildren. His second wife died suddenly as
they went to dinner shortly after they were married. Third
wife Dorothy, succumbed to cancer after 10 years of
marriage. His comment after “I'll never marry again” was
that “the only requirement | have for a wife is that she be
able to drive at night.” Apparently his wife Brenda fit the
bill and has also nurtured, protected and loved him for
several years. She saved his life on more than one
occasion and was responsible for George getting a
pacemaker which gave him a few more years to be our
friend.

At 100 George voluntarily gave up driving, and now he
has given up his life. Though he is probably saying he
could have gone another 20 years.

He touched so many in various ways. His friendship,
kindness, generosity, humor and love will be

remembered by all who knew and loved him back.
Goodbye, George, old friend.
